Major Funding Shortfall

FHWA Conditions and Performance 
Report, every 2 years

Latest one (2006) shows the following:

Annual capital spending: 
$70 billion

Investment needed to maintain performance: 
$79 billion ($9B/year shortfall)

Investment needed to improve performance:           
$132 billion ($62B/year shortfall)



Why the shortfall:

Decline in real value of the fuel tax ($1997)
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
